Topic sentence: States a thematic claim developing one main idea (about one character, symbol, etc…) from thesis 





Claim #1: more specific thematic claim that builds upon your topic sentence claim





Evidence from text (quotation, paraphrase, or illustrative summary w/citation)





Analysis of how this evidence proves the claim and thus supports the theme





Claim #2: even more specific thematic claim that builds further upon topic sentence claim & claim #1








Evidence from text (quotation, paraphrase, or illustrative summary w/citation)








Analysis of how this evidence proves the claim and thus supports the theme








Optional transition sentences before, after, or between CEAs (claim, evidence, and analysis sentence units)





Internal summary/transition/closing sentence for paragraph: links this paragraph to next paragraph of essay
